Introduction  (Toni)

Good Morning classmates of the FSO2A at the Max Weber School, 

As you know this is Jens Spieker and my name is Torsten Weicker. Besides going to school we also have an interesting hobby: our membership in “The Space Party Crew”. Today we will explain our hobby to you. 

Well, let´s start! If you have any questions feel free to interrupt us. 

I am one of the founding members of the Space Party Crew and I am also the first chairman of the association.

Point one of our presentation is the history of the Space Party Crew:

1. The history of the Space Party Crew (Toni)

In September 1990 my older brother who lived in  Berlin moved to Dutenhofen. We both love to make parties and so we got the idea to organize parties by ourselves! One evening while meeting in a motorhome, and the idea to plan parties by ourselfs began to grow. That night we thought carefully about the name of the Party Crew. So Space Party Crew was born. 

At the beginning, the Space Party Crew consisted of eight people. In October 1990 we celebrated our first party at the restaurant “Gambrinus” in Dutenhofen. This party was scheduled over two days. We decorated a big hall complete with red velvet cloth, and another hall we decorated with green velvet cloth, and forest pictures that we got from an old theatre and brown paper. We formed the brown paper so that it looked three –dimensional. Next we illuminated the brown paper with black light. So everything looked fantastic! In addition we got a Go-Go Girl and the party people got a welcome drink for free at the entrance. At that time we already set high standards on decoration, sound and light. Hoping our guests would be happy when they got home from our party. In fact they were!! 

From 1990 till 2000 we organized many parties under the label “Space Party Crew”. Principally the parties happened in the underground and we organized them in a private form, at selected places and only for invited guests.

2. The foundation of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Toni)

The reason for the foundation of the association was that at one point in time many older members moved to big towns like Berlin, Cologne or Kassel and one of them went for a world tour. So I was suddenly on my own with the hobby. I did not want the Space Party Crew to die after ten years and so in May 2000 I got the idea to found an association. I searched for four older and three younger people to get the association started, because in Germany you need seven people to found an association. But one important thing changed: my brother got Aids and after this sad news we decided to organize parties for a good purpose! In Germany every association has to have in its name the good purpose it is for, so the name changed to Space Party Crew against Aids e.V..   

In August 2000 seven members signed the articles of the association.

In February 2001 we received the official registration in the register of associations of Wetzlar.

3. Objetives of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Jens)

The main objective of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. is to organize events which people enjoy combined with an educational message. We keep the entrance fees low and at the same time give the guests our best. We have fun working the parties we make and with this fun we also collect a lot of money for institutions, that can use it for a good purpose.

We organize disco parties, aqua parties, dinner-events, carnevalparties, Christmas markets and assist at the “Run & Roll for help” (an event which is organized by the aids help in Giessen every year). With the revenues we receive from all the events, we help needy people. We also distribute information about the Aids illness and free condoms. At our larger events the association aids help in Giessen (“Aids Hilfe Giessen”) organizes information booths.

4. Conception of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Jens)

The association is located in Wetzlar. With our public relations work we try to ensure that the young people don´t forget the Aids illness. 

The current situation is that the number of new infections increases rapidly in people between 18 and 25 years. We wish to not only appeal to concerned people, we also want to inform those people who know nothing about Aids. In many cases the false impression is given that the illness is healable, but that is not true! The process of the illness is only delayed with proper medications, but that does not stop the illness. Aids is not just a problem for certain population groups but it concerns everybody in the world. 

The main purpose of the association is the objective of promoting public community health,    

especially the battle against Aids.

With our parties we want to appeal to people between 16 and 60 years who have fun in life and who are also interested in social projects! Our guests enjoy a good party and support the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. with their attendance.

The last parties were located at “Franzis Wetzlar”, “Muk Giessen”, “Kunstkeller Giessen”, “Harlekin Wetzlar”, “Bergschänke” and “Sporthalle” (sports hall) in Dutenhofen. Our DJs for our house & techno events come from all over Germany or especially from Ibiza.

Our dinner-events are used as fund-raisers also. We organized dinners with a certain motto and the cooking personnel came especially from Berlin and Cologne. We organized dinner events with the topics “Italian Dinner”, “All from the river”, and a dinner event called “Blue”

The association supports ongoing aids projects in Giessen, Germany, and in the third world.  

Next, at point 5, I will explain the donated funds for a good purpose.

That means how much money the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. gave to different institutions and which institutions got the money!

5. Revenues of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Jens) 

Today the total contributions amount to 19,300 Euro.

Our donations went to these institutions:

 Aids help Giessen (Aids Hilfe Giessen), Task force life after   Tschernobyl (Arbeitskreis “Leben nach Tschernobyl”), children cancer help (Kinderkrebshilfe), Net Bangladesh (Netz Bangladesh), Immunity Project Berlin e.V. and several other institutions.

Some Institutions that received the money

The association aids help in Giessen (Aids Hilfe Giessen) assists people who are infected with the Aids illness. They also hold Aids awareness classes in schools. 

The Task force life after Chernobyl (“Arbeitskreis Leben nach Tschernobyl) collects money, clothes, food and medical supplies and equipment. They travel with these items by  convoy to Chernobyl twice every year (since 1990).

The children cancer help maintains a camp near Heidelberg  (called “Waldpiraten”).

This foundation helps the children who have cancer to spend their holidays for free in this camp.

Net (Netz) has worked since 1989 in development cooperation with local organisations in Bangladesh. They do not prescribe solutions against poverty, but instead support the initiatives of the underprivileged and their true will for change.

The immunity project e.V. assists the project sub/way for homeless people in Berlin.

Also they support the project called “Pasada” in Tansania, Africa for aids patients.

Now we would like to show a bar chart about the revenues of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. The horizontal axis shows you the charitable institutions which got the money. The vertical axis shows you the total contributions in Euro. The peak of the revenues is the association Aids help in Giessen (Aids Hilfe Giessen) with nearly 6000 Euro. The second is the association life after Tschernobyl (“Arbeitskreis Leben nach Tschernobyl”) with 5,300 Euro. The other money is prorated to other charitable institutions.  

6. Board of Directors (Jens)

Well, let´s start at the top, the first chairman is the chief of the association. The board consists of the first, second, and third chairman. The association is judicially and non judicially represented by two board members. The board is elected for a period of two years by the general membership at the annual meeting. The cashier is responsible for the finances of the association he works directly with the chairmen. The cashier is like a finance director. The committee has the task to distribute the revenues on selective charitable projects. The committee consists of the board and three members elected from the general meeting. The committee is also elected for a period of two years and the members of the committee are all peer to peer. At the bottom of the board are the assessors. The assessors are responsible to the chairmen. The assessors support the chairmen. (Assessors are the same as advisors)        

7. Members of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Jens)

Today we have 125 members in the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. 

The membership fee per year is 30,- € and, 20,- €  for students. 

Now let me explain the growth in membership of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. Take a look at this simple line graph: The graph shows on the vertical axis the members and the horizontal axis the last five years. When you found an association you must start with 7 members. So we did start in the year 2000. By the end of the year the number of members had  increased sharply to 42. In the year 2001 the members went up to 65. In the year 2002 the line rose slightly from 65 to 70 members. The members climbed to 79 in the year 2003. You can clearly see that the members reached their peak of 125 members in 2004.   

8. Awards presented to the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Toni)

The Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. received four awards since its founding:

1. In 2001 the association received the “Ehrenamtspreis 2001” (Volunteer Award)

from the mayor of the city of Wetzlar, Wolfram Dette.  

2. In the year 2002 we received a second “Ehrenamtspreis 2001” but from the newspaper “Lahn-Dill Anzeiger”. This award was presented by the Prime Minister of Hessen, Roland Koch. 

3. The Hessian government presented the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. as “Exemplary for all Hessians”. We received the award “Initiative des Monats März 2003” (“Initiative of March 2003”).

4. Our member Karl-Ludwig Kreuzburg, received an award in the year 2003 for his help with the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. from the city of Wetzlar      

9. Pictures of our different events (Toni)

October festival party 2004

This is a picture from our October festival party in the Bergschänke Dutenhofen with our DJ Toni W. At this Event we had a total of 500 guests over two days.

Dinner Event Blue 2003

The next two pictures show you the Dinner Event “Blue”. The event was in the year 2003 and the location was the “Bügerhaus Langgöns”. 10. Upcoming events of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. (Toni)

In January 2005 is our annual general membership meeting takes place. At this time we will again spend   2000,- Euro for a good cause. We must also elect a new board of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. Then we will present our new godchild in Uganda Africa. At this meeting we will also watch a dvd show of the Space Party Crew against AIDS e.V. last year’s events. 

February 2005 

our next events will be the carnival 2005 with the motto “Dance of the Vampires”. Everyone  should wear a  costume (monster) and the decoration is like a haunted castle. On this evening you can also see the movie by Roman Polanski. (These parties will be Friday and Monday)  

We will send the total entrance fees from both carnival parties for the flood disaster in Asia.

In our “collection pot” we already have 2250,- € collected for this catastrophe.  

This is a our carnival Flyer. For every party we print over 5000 Flyers and distribute them in schools, bistros, discos, stores and to party people everywhere!
